Sypnosis: Mulder experiences the myth of the Bermuda triangle at first hand, and lands up in 1939 on a British ship full of Nazis, and 30s versions of Scully, CSM, Spender and Skinner, none of whom recognise him. Mulder discovers that a scientist who can build the all-important bomb is on board, and that if the ship doesn’t get caught in the Triangle and disappear, the course of history will be changed forever.  Scully comes to the rescue with the Lone Gunmen (welcome back boys!), and although they find the ship, there’s nobody on it, it’s a “ghost ship”. 

Review: A great stand-alone episode, which definitely benefited from the use of very few different takes/camera angles. The method of using realtime really benefited this episode, and helped to give it a lot of grandeur-worthy of the high production costs.  

An excellent storyline, although a bit clichéd, and it’s a wonder they managed to get through 5 seasons without using this one! 

The acting was also really good, especially on the part of Chris Owens, Gillian Anderson and David Duchovny. There were some dodgy accents though-in particular William B. Davis’. Sorry Bill, I love you, but your accent was terrible!
Notes/Comments: Ok, on the whole I guess this was a really good episode. There were some really stupid mistakes though:

Firstly: Why on earth did the Nazis overtake a ship just off the coast of America on 3rd September-the day war was declared. Although, yes, it was a British ship, there would not be such an amount of Germans so far from the main conflict. 


Secondly, how would a not very well-developed radio system pick up a broadcast from London? (and even more unlikely-get such a good reception)


Why, exactly, were there such a huge amount of British flags, balloons etc in the ballroom? I mean, maybe after V.E. day, but not on just a normal cruise. No way. 


How did Mulder know about the scientist? 


If the scientist was so important, the Nazis would have known what he looked like etc. They wouldn’t have had to go around shooting passengers randomly. They would have known that his name was a person’s name, and not a code. Basically, they would have known everything about him if he was so important to the Nazi agenda, and they would have had to know a lot more in order to follow him this far. 


Where did all the Nazis appear from? One minute, none, next minute, loads of ‘em, and no other boat/submarine to be seen. 


Why were there just a few Nazi officers, and a couple of normal soldiers?


Why didn’t the crew of the Queen Anne pick up on the phantom Nazi ship beforehand?

In Conclusion: Brilliant, clichéd, but well clichéd! I think the Ten Thirteen gang need to read up on their European history though! This is less accuracy than I’ve come to expect of X-Files.
